PwP Tips:
First, look through the pdges of the book with your child dhd say, “who is in the story?” edch fime you find
d chardcter. Wdit for d respohse, theh point fo the chdrdcter and say, “ is in the story?

Then, after you redd the story, dsk your child, “Who is in the story?” Encourdge your child fo look
through the pdges dhd fell/show you the chdrdcters. If ho respohse, theh go through the book dnd
identify the chdrdcters verbdlly ds you point fo edch. Say, is in the story.”

PwP Tips: Remember fo point fo the core word “what” on the communicdtion bodrd ds you tdlk fo your child.

After reading the sfory, dsk “what hdappened ih the story?” Point outf the sequence of events dhd point fo
first — next - last ds you tell about edch event.
